Info:  Registry Office / Family and marriage / Marriage for foreign citizens 

What to do:

for non resident foreign citizens wishing to marry in Rome it is necessary to fix an appointment for signing the marriage pledge with the marriage office of the central Registry Office (in this case there will be no banns). If one or both of the intended spouses reside in Rome it is necessary to go to one's own District to fix an appointment for the request to publish the banns, except for those Districts where an appointment is not required (for opening times and telephone numbers consult the Timetable). 

Documents required:

- passport or other valid ID document; 

- authorisation issued by the Consulate or Embassy of one's country of origin. If it is a country with which no specific convention is in place, the signature of the Consul or of the Ambassador must be certified by the Prefect (on the authorisation a revenue stamp must be affixed, on the form that will be published, for residents); 

· for Catholic weddings the form issued by the parish.

Special cases:

- foreign citizens having a refugee status must seek the authorisation of the UNHCR (UN refugee agency), Via Caroncini 19; 

- instead of the authorisation, Austrian citizens must produce the marriage capacities certificate issued in Austria; 

- instead of the authorisation, Swiss citizens must present the following certificates: marriage capacities, residence or domicile, civil status or unmarried status, citizenship, full copy of family status certificate issued by the Swiss Municipality of origin, no translation required; 

- instead of the authorisation, US citizens must present a sworn statement made before the US Consul, with signature certified in the Prefecture and affidavit made before the Court. 

- instead of the authorisation, German citizens must present the marriage capacities certificate issued by the competent Civil Status Office in Germany. 

If the foreign intended spouses do not speak Italian, they must be accompanied by an interpreter; if they intend to legitimate children born from their union they must report this intention when requesting the record
